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Abstract.  In 2003, O’Reilly Media coined the phrase Web 2.0 to describe an evolution in the way people use the Internet.  While Web 1.0 may have represented publishing and directory listings from a central source, Web 2.0 represents collaboration through social networks and integration between web applications.  Neighborhood America, based in Naples, FL, is a technology company that has created a framework to enable our clients to easily add white-label social networking capabilities to their existing web presence.  This lecture will describe two examples of how corporations are using Neighborhood America’s services to facilitate social networks.  After a brief demonstration of the solutions, the software and infrastructure strategies needed to support these applications will be discussed.
